1. Select the proper pictogram panel (see fig.1). Align the three panels by Exit wires §

placing the clear panel in front of the pictogram panel then place the opal
panel behind the pictogram panel. Slide the panels together into the metal
frame (see fig.2).

2. Disconnect swivel elbow by removing the screw (see fig. 4). Route EXIT fix-
ture wires through the 90-degree elbow on top of housing. Connect swivel
elbow with 6" conduit to the 90-degree elbow. Do not lengthen this conduit
unless a seal-off is fitted within 18" of the housing. Permanently secure and @

tighten all fitting after proper positioning. Re-assemble swivel elbow.

3. Connect wires in the remote transfer panel where labeled "Exit”. : Exit Fixture

1. Remove junction box cover (see fig. 4). Remove conduit plugs from inside.
2. Connect junction box with 6" conduit into conduit hole in housing. Secure 6" Conduit

and tighten all fittings after proper positioning. Mount junction box with Junction box
mounting feet.

3. Route EXIT fixture wires through the junction box into the housing of the
unit. Connect and tighten 6" conduit from pictogram EXIT fixture to junction
box conduit hole. Do not lengthen this conduit unless a seal-off is fitted
within 18" of the housing. Connect pictogram fixture wires inside housing

where labelled "Exit".
